Guidelines to World Rules.

Please use these as only a guide, there are a more comprehensive list available for the following website   http://www.epa.org.uk/wrules.php 
Main Rule: after each shot, the cue ball or object ball must strike a cushion after contact or a legal ball potted, or a foul will be awarded.

Timing and referring

There is a slight change to the world rules for the premier league only;

1. 60 second time limit

A warning must be given to the player on 30 seconds, even if he/she is about to strike the cue ball

2. home team time keeps and away team referee 

Break.
 Cue Ball can be played from the Behind the Baulk line (D is no longer in use)
On the Break, at least four balls must be driven to the cushion or a colour ball is potted. (Black ball potted is a re-rack).
a) At the start of a match only the first game is tossed for the break, all following games are to be alternate breaks

b) A foul break will be called if fours balls fail to hit a cushion-Penalty=Re-rack and two visits.

c) White goes in pocket and four balls do not hit cushions- as above applies
d) White ball leaves table after contact with the rack- as above applies
e)  White goes in after break, but four balls have hit cushion or colour ball potted. Penalty= Player B has only one visit 

     (Not two visits as per previous rules)
2. Deciding Colours.
The main points are as follows, have listed examples below.

a) 1.Player A breaks: no balls potted, Player B has open table, and when first ball potted they are that colour, unless they pot both colours, then they must nominate to referee before playing 2nd shot. Will be a foul as previous rules.

b) Player A breaks: Red ball is potted. Player A now has choices

c) Player A may select reds, they must let the referee know before 2nd visit or a foul will be called, and two shots will be awarded to Player B. The player may commence and play red only. Player B will be Yellows.

d) Player A breaks: Red ball potted. Player A may also choose Yellows, but again must let the referee know, or will be a foul. Player A then will have to play a Yellow and also pot a Yellow to become that colour.

If the Yellow is not potted, then Player B will have an open table and     normal rules will apply.

3. Fouls:

Deliberate fouls are allowed, and are used as tactics. (No fighting)

After a foul, apart from the Break foul, two shots are awarded and there are a few options open to Player B.

If Player A has fouled, the Player B will have two visits, the options open to him are as follows:

a) If  Player B is not Foul Snookered(Explained below). Player B may only play his own colour(if the player  pots other players colour, a foul will be called, and two visits awarded to Player A.
b) Player B is Foul Snookered (explained below). Player B must ask the referee for clarification of a Foul Snooker. Player B may nominate a Player A ball to become one of his, and play this has one of his own. (Only one of the opponents balls, eg: Player B is reds, they may nominate one yellow only, and they can play this as normal on the first visit only, including potting the yellow. (Must not pot two yellows as this will be a foul).
They also have the choice of asking the referee to place the cue ball in baulk, only if they are Foul Snookered.

You can still be Foul snookered in Baulk, but remember the cue ball can be placed anywhere in baulk, and may not be a Foul Snooker.(Again referee will check if you asked, only after the referee has placed the cue ball in baulk..

4. Foul Snookered
a) Foul Snooker is when Player A commits a foul and Player B cannot strike the outer edges of at least one of there own balls. Meaning the white needs to be able to play through a gap from both sides of there ball, cushion not included unless in Jaw (check rules for the exact meaning on this).
5. Snookers.(Total Snooker)

b) If a Player is snookered, this means they cannot visibly see or strike the edge of there coloured ball. (This is a Total Snooker).

This is where you will need good referees.

c) If snookered Player A may ask the referee for a Total Snooker. If the referee agrees, then Player A has only to hit his ball, there will no need after contact to make the white or the object ball hit the cushion.

If the Player is Snookered, but fails to ask the referee for the Total Snooker, then the normal rules apply, and after contact with the object ball, the cue ball/object ball must strike a cushion or pot the legal ball.

6. Balls falling in without being hit
a) This is different from previous rule. If Player A plays a shot, and the yellow falls in without being struck, then the yellow is replaced to the same position that it was when it fell in. There is no penalty for this, and play continues as normal.
Winning the frame is as normal.
